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Drugs that are administered in an outpatient systemic treatment clinic are commonly eligible for funding through the
New Drug Funding Program (NDFP) or Evidence Building Program (EBP), and drugs dispensed at community
pharmacies are commonly eligible for funding through Ontario Drug Benefit (ODB) programs, including the
Exceptional Access Program (EAP). Drugs eligible for funding through these programs require submission of a
formal funding request and thus can be brought forward to the cross-site prioritization. Other gaps can occasionally
be addressed via alternative funding mechanisms including the Case-by-Case Review Program (CBCRP) or
Systemic Treatment Quality Based Program (STQBP).
